CALL FOR EXHIBITION PROPOSALS:

Asian Arts Initiative Community Curators Program
July – August 2010 • September – October 2010 • November – December 2010

Asian Arts Initiative is pleased to issue a call for Community Curators, a new program to provide exhibition opportunities for visual artists, curators, and organizers exploring community issues and concerns. 

A “Community Curator” can be an individual artist, a professional curator, and/or a community representative or team who has an idea for an exhibition that they would like to make happen at the Asian Arts Initiative. The program is intended to allow for flexibility and responsiveness in the Asian Arts Initiative’s programming, and to maximize the utilization of the Asian Arts Initiative’s streetfront gallery at 1219 Vine Street in Philadelphia’s Chinatown North neighborhood. 

We hope the program will foster inspiration and dialogue among our diverse audiences – of emerging and professional artists, youth and elders, Asian Americans and non-Asians – through exposure to a wide array of artists, artwork, creative processes, and community issues. In particular, we are interested in exhibition projects that address themes or issues that are timely and relevant to the Asian American community in Philadelphia; and/or that engage with the local Chinatown neighborhood. 

Community Curators will be supported with:

· An opportunity to organize and exhibit artwork in our 1,200-square foot streetfront gallery at 1219 Vine Street. 

· Staff feedback and support to develop the exhibition concept and finalize artwork to include. 

· Publicity including design and printing of up to 500 copies of an exhibition postcard; drafting and distribution of a press release; calendar and web postings; and access to our mailing list. 

· Assistance with exhibition layout, installation, and labels and wall text. Access to a small amount of funds for shipping and/or supplies for the exhibition. 

· Staff support to develop related public programming, such as a workshop or artist talk to take place during the exhibition. 

· An opening reception. 

Community Curators will be expected to:

· Develop the exhibition concept, and select artists and artwork to be included. 

· Coordinate the delivery and return of the artwork; as well as coordinate the installation and de-installation process, in collaboration with our Installation Manager. 

· Be available for at least one public programming activity, such as a workshop or artist talk, in addition to the reception. 

· Contribute or generate financial resources to cover any additional project costs (if necessary). 

· Provide appropriate information as required for publicity or educational purposes, including artist statement/s and bio/s, an annotated list of artwork, and sample images. 

· Participate in outreach and promotion of the exhibition. 

The Community Curators Program is open to individuals or groups regardless of where they reside. However, the program was designed with local communities in mind, and does not offer housing or travel support. The program is also open to individuals and groups of all racial and cultural backgrounds. Asian Americans are especially encouraged to apply.
