A Magpie Sang on the 7-Train is a debut of new and existing work by Alison Roh Park, directed by Julia Lopez, and a performance by Sookyung Oh and Han-Earl Guhm of SoriMori Korean Cultural Troupe . Roh Park dismantles the fourth wall in this performance, using a distinct combination of spoken word, song, and other artistic disciplines.   Magpie captures the experiences we share in our family lives, intimate relationships, and day-to-day life, and is a reminder of how gender, race, and class play a role in these experiences.  Roh Park's work celebrates the stories of those who came before her, and pays tribute to the struggle of negotiating different identities and feeling far from home.  Magpie incorporates work developed as part of two APIA residency-based workshops exploring these issues.

A native of Queens, New York, Roh Park uses her work as a testament to the lives of her community and other working class communities of color through the lens of gender, race, class and immigration. As she states, 
“I believe that art is a venue for social change; particularly art that does not conform to rigid mainstream standards. My vision of my own work, and the work of others, is as a celebration of social justice struggles and victories, and a way of sharing information and history.”  
Roh Park participated in the 2006 Artists' Exchange of the Asian Arts Initiative. She has performed, competed, and educated at various venues and campuses across the east coast and works with several Philadelphia-based community arts and social change groups.
